The Pathways of Upward Mobility among the Post—80s New Middle Class

Abstract: With the development of economics and urbanization, the middle class in China has expanded steadily,

and the post—80s generation gradually becomes the main force of new middle class. Adopting the theory of social
stratification in the fast changing Chinese society, this article focuses on the pathways of upward social mobility, and
especially paying attention to their individual experience and subjective strategies. This article argues that the post—
80s generation is facing the barriers and obstacles of upward social mobility in general; however, they are differentiated
into multiple sub—groups with different opportunities of upward mobility and therefore developing multiple coping
strategies under special circumstances.
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
